


Sphere of Influence Recommendations and Determinations 
It is recommended the Commission approve the following determinations and affirm the 
current Sphere of Influence. 
 
1. Present and planned land uses in the area, including agriculture and open-space. 
 

It includes the City of Sanger along with the Southeast Growth Area of the City of 
Fresno’s Sphere of Influence and the unincorporated communities of Centerville, 
Gravesboro, Peidra, Minkler, and Del Rey. Land uses outside city limits are primarily 
urban, agriculture, and residential uses. The growth from the Cities of Sanger, Fresno 
Southeast Growth Area, Roosevelt Community Plan Area, and Clovis Loma Vista 
Plan Area has as much as ten times the growth rate of the unincorporated areas of the 
District.  The District has the undeveloped acreage needed for future growth but in no 
way has the dollars needed to develop those acres in advance of the need. 
 

2. Present and probable need for public facilities and services in the area. 
 
Five of the six cemeteries have adequate land at this time; however the district does 
not have the funds to develop those acres.   
 

3. Present capacity of public facilities and adequacy of public service that the agency 
provides or is authorized to provide. 
 
The developed cemetery grounds of District facilities are sufficient for the time being. 
However this will change as the Cities of Sanger, Fresno and Clovis develop into the 
District.  To develop the undeveloped cemetery grounds to meet future needs the 
Cities of Sanger, Fresno, Clovis, and Fresno County will need to adopt the proposed 
Impact Fee so funding can be collected in advance so when the need arises the 
facilities will be developed.   
 

4. Existence of any social or economic communities of interest in the area if the 
Commission determines that they are relevant to the agency. 
 
Territory within the District represents a community of interest for District services.
