result in a substantial increase in the severity of a previously identified environmental impact Pursuant
to the provisions of CEQA Guidelines Section 15088.5(b) the informaijpn to be added to the Final EIR
as listed in this Exhibit "E" simply clarifies, amplifies ormakes insignificant modifications to the Rnal EIR
primarily as a result of the city's "Responses to Written Comments" received for the Draft EIR during the
public review and comment period required by CEQA Guidelines Section 15087 and the: public review
process.
