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4. Consistency with Adopted Sphere of Influence (SOI): In July, 2007, the 

Commission adopted a single SOI that included all territories encompassed by 
both Sierra RCD and Navelencia RCD.  The successor District’s boundary will be 
coterminous with these existing Spheres of Influence. 

 
5. Consistency with City and County General and Specific Plans: The Proposal 

is consistent with the County’s General Plan policies which recommends 
cooperation of local Resource Conservation Districts to ensure the provision of 
effective resource management in the unincorporated areas within the County.
