SUBJECT: Consider Approval – Request for a One-Year Extension to Complete 

Proceedings for the City of Parlier, “Annexation No.05-02” Reorganization.  An 
annexation of 30.0 acres to the City of Parlier and detachment from the Fresno 
County Fire Protection District, the Kings River Conservation District and the 
Consolidated Irrigation District for territory generally located on the south side of E. 
South Avenue between S. Academy and S. Mendocino Avenues (LAFCo File No. 
RO-05-36).

Summary: 
 
The City of Parlier is requesting a one-year extension of time to complete reorganization 
proceedings for its “Annexation No. 05-02, Reorganization (see attached map and letter).  This is 
the second extension request for this reorganization.   
 
The reorganization was approved on January 11, 2006, although it has yet to be completed.  State 
law requires that all reorganization proceedings shall be completed within one year of approval 
unless the Commission grants an extension of time prior to the expiration date.  Failure to grant an 
extension will terminate the proceedings.   
 
LAFCo Policies, Standards and Procedures Section 315-03 allows extensions of time to be 
granted when the imminent need for the proposal still exists, the project is still viable, and progress 
is being made toward completion. 
 
Background:  The reorganization was approved on January 11, 2006.  This is the second request 
for an extension of time for this application.  A 127-lot single-family residential subdivision was 
approved by the City of Parlier for this site.   
 
Reasons for Request and Actions Taken to Date:  Edward Alvarez, President of the Central 
Valley Land Group, reports that a final map has been submitted and improvement drawings for 
plan check have also been submitted to the City for review and approval.  The proponents 
indicated that the project remains active and supported by the City of Parlier.  They expect that 
recordation will take place upon completion of the final map. 

 
Staff Analysis:  The Commission has indicated its concern related to the extensions of time that 
have been granted to numerous reorganization projects.  The Commission has indicated its 
support of finding ways in which to encourage cities, developers, etc. to move forward through the 
completion process in a timely manner.   
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This reorganization was approved nearly two years ago.  A condition of approval required that 
“satisfactory verification that the City has accepted the final map covering 50% or more of the 
affected territory shall be submitted to the Executive Officer prior to completion of the annexation”.   
 
In this case, the condition requiring “acceptance of the final map” by the City would appear to have 
been met.  The condition does not require “approval” of the map by the City, nor is it intended that 
all improvements be made, bonded for, etc. prior to recordation.  The condition has been applied to 
insure that development is still imminent beyond the tentative tract map stage and that progress is 
being made toward actual development.   
 
It is not intended to lengthen the recordation process.  It would appear by the land developer’s 
justification statement, that this condition may have already been met and that they may be in a 
position to record the annexation soon.  Therefore, staff would not support further extension 
requests should this be the primary justification supporting such extension. 
 
Recommendation – Approve a final one-year time extension.  No further extensions shall be 
granted.
