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Prior to destruction of any existing agricultural wells, a sample of the upper
most fluid in the well column should be sampled for [ubricating oil. The

- presence of oil staining around the well may indicate the use of lubricating oil
to maintain the well pump. Should lubricating oil be found in the well, the oil
should be removed from the well prior to placement of fill material for
destruction. The "oily water" removed from the well must be handled in
accordance with federal, state and local government requirements.

- Transportation of these materials on public roadways may require special =
permits and licensure.

The Department of Community Health is available to provide consultation in
cooperation with the City of Mendota in order to encourage the proper
destruction of wells and safeguard our water quality. City staff may contact

Service Plan

Project Description

The existing wastewater treatment plant has a wastewater discharge permit for 1.24
million gallons per day (MGD). Flows into the plant approach this maximum limit. The
project proposes to continue expansion of the plant by completing the second of two
phases. The first phase increased the disposal capacity and was constructed in the
spring of 2003. The second phase will increase the treatment and disposal capacity to
2.5 MGD and is planned for completion by December 2008.

Phase | of the proposed project has been completed and consisted of construction of
two percolation/holding ponds totaling 16.2 acres and 55 acres of spreading basins.

Phase Il of the proposed project will consist of:

» Construction of 4 treatment ponds of 4.5 acres each, with mechanical aerators,
and 4 facultative/percolation ponds of 4.5 acres each.

» Construction of new headwork’s structure, pump station, and standby power.

» Construction of 30 inch sewer interceptor pipeline along west boundary of future
disposal area.

» Construction of 150 acres of disposal ponds.
» The existing 26.5 acres of effluent disposal ponds will be rebuilt and cleaned.

» The existing 8.1 acres of oxidation treatment lagoons will be cleaned and
converted to effluent disposal ponds.

Service Requirements

Domestic Water

There will not be a need for the extension of domestic water service to implement the
proposed improvement and expansion of the existing Wastewater Treatment Plant
Facility.

Sanitary Sewer

There will not be a need for the extension of sanitary sewer service to implement the
proposed improvement and expansion of the existing Wastewater Treatment Plant
Facility.



Fire Protection

The Fire Department is sufficiently manned to serve the area proposed for the
Wastewater Treatment Plant expansion.

Emergency Medical Services

The City’s emergency medical response contract will not have to be expanded to
accommodate the proposed implementation of the Wastewater Treatment Plant
Expansion and Improvement Project.

Police Protection

The City of Mendota currently has a contract with the Fresno County Sheriff's
Department to provide for all law enforcement services within the City.

Schools

The implementation of the proposed Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion project will
not adversely affect the operations of the Mendota Unified School District.

Parks

The implementation of the proposed Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion project will
not adversely affect the use of any recreational/open space amenity within the City.

Solid Waste Collection

There will not be a need for the expansion of solid waste collect service to implement the
proposed improvement and expansion of the existing Wastewater Treatment Plant
Facility.

Street Lighting

There will not be a need for the extension of street lighting to implement the proposed
improvement and expansion of the existing Wastewater Treatment Plant Facility.

Transit

There will not be a need for the extension of transit service to implement the proposed
improvement and expansion of the existing Wastewater Treatment Plant Facility.

Storm Water Drainage

All storm water drainage generated by the project or within the project area will be
retained on site in storage basins.



Other Public Facilities

The implementation of the proposed Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion project will
not adversely affect or result in the need for the expansion of other public facilities within
the City.

Other governmental and/or public facilities will not be adversely affected by the approval
and construction of the proposed project.

Pool Park

The proposed annexation application indicated the incorporation of the “Pool Park” area.

This is an existing park that has been in operation for some time. The proposed
annexation would incorporate the area into the City. No expansion or increase in the
operations are anticipated for “Pool Park”.
