SUBJECT: Consider Approval – Request for One-Year Extension to Complete Proceedings 

for the City of Kingsburg “Kamm-Academy Southwest Reorganization” (LAFCo 
File No. RO-06-33). 

 
Summary:  The subject reorganization was approved on November 15, 2006, but has not been 
completed.  State law requires that all reorganization proceedings shall be completed within one 
year of approval unless the Commission grants an extension of time prior to the expiration date.  
Failure to grant an extension will terminate the proceedings.  This is the third request for extension. 
The City of Kingsburg through the project developer has requested an additional one-year 
extension of time.   
 
In accordance with Fresno LAFCo Policies, Standards and Procedures Section 315-03, extensions 
of time may be granted when the imminent need for the proposal still exists, the project is still 
viable, and progress is being made toward completion.   

 
Project Description:  The reorganization consists of annexation of 30.97 acres to the City of 
Kingsburg and the Selma-Kingsburg-Fowler County Sanitation District and detachment from the 
Fresno County Fire Protection District, the Kings River Conservation District, and the Consolidated 
Irrigation District.  The affected territory is located at the southwest corner of E. Kamm Avenue and 
S. Academy Avenue (see attached map).  Development of a 46-lot single-family residential 
subdivision is planned on a portion of the territory. 
 
Reasons for Request and Actions Taken to Date:  The applicant has indicated that they 
obtained the signatures on the final map from the new trustees of the property and have been 
working with the City on revised language for the Subdivision Agreement.  Upon the City’s 
approval of the latest changes to the revised subdivision agreement, it is their intent to proceed 
with the final map approval, at which time all of the LAFCo conditions will be met.  They have 
indicated that this is the last obstacle in obtaining approval of the final map that is a condition that 
must be met prior to recordation. 
 
The applicant has stated that to their knowledge, no circumstances have changed in the vicinity of 
the project since the proposal was approved that could affect suitability for annexation. 
 
Staff Analysis:   
 
Past experience has shown that it is not uncommon for reorganizations to take longer than the 
initial one-year approval to be completed, and that one or more extensions of time may be required 
to fulfill all conditions of approval.  While economic hardships are most often stated as reasons for 
delays in recordation, this is not the primary reason justifying the subject extension.  The 
proponents indicate that delays have been experienced in the final map approval due to a change 
of the trustees.  They indicated that the final map will soon be approved that will enable the 
annexation to be recorded.  Staff could support one additional extension.
