Project Description: Rezone No. R-05-104 redesignates 96.3 acres of this overall property from RR (Rural Residential,
Fresno County zaning) to R-1/UGM (Single-Family Residential District/Urban Growth Management Area); and 9+ acres from
RR to O/UGM (Open Conservation District/UGM Area), consistent with the assigned and underlying medium density
residential and open space land use designations and policies of the 2025 Fresno General Plan and West Area Community
Plan. Vesting Tentative Tract Map 5633/UGM subdivides this property into up to 461 single-family residential lots and
