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2. The proposed reorganization will have no additional significant environmental 

effect, as defined by subdivision (d) of Section 21158 of the Public Resources 
Code, on the environment that was not identified in the MEIR. 

 
3. No new or additional mitigation measures or alternatives are required in order to 

avoid or mitigate a significant environmental effect (CEQA Section 15177). 
 

4. The Lead Agency’s Initial Study and “Finding of Conformity with the MEIR” were 
prepared in accordance with the requirements of CEQA Guidelines and are 
consistent with State law. 

 
5. The City’s environmental documents and findings prepared for this Proposal are 

determined to be legally adequate pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15096. 
 

 Section #2.  This Commission finds that the proposed reorganization is consistent with: 
(i) LAFCo Policies, Standards, and Procedures Section 210 - Standards for Annexation to Cities 
and Urban Service Districts (01-10) including without limitation that: (a) the proposed annexation 
will result in planned, well ordered, efficient development patters and service areas, and does 
not encourage urban sprawl; and (b) the proposed annexation does not create islands and its 
boundaries minimize the creation of peninsulas and corridors, or other distortion of boundaries; 
and (ii) the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000. 
 
 Section #3.  This Commission assigns the distinctive short form designation "McKinley-
Hayes No. 3 Reorganization” and approves the reorganization subject to the following 
conditions of approval:  
 

1. The City of Fresno shall submit to the Executive Officer verification that a Right-to-
Farm Covenant is required and will be made a part of the City’s development 
agreement, and that this legal covenant will be recorded for the affected territory. 

 
2. The City of Fresno shall execute an indemnification agreement with the 

Commission, agreeing to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the Commission 
from and against any claims, actions (including those filed by any state or local 
governmental agency), costs, or damages arising out of or in connection with the 
Commission’s actions related to this matter.  The form of such agreement shall be 
satisfactory to LAFCo Counsel. 

 
3. Ownership of land permitting, the reorganization shall include the full existing right-

of-way width of adjacent streets. 
 
4. Certificates of Cancellation for Agricultural Land Conservation Contracts (ALCC) 

No’s 1298 and 2956 and partial cancellation for No. 845 covering this territory shall 
be issued and recorded concurrently with the recordation of this reorganization. 

 
 Section #4.  This Commission finds and determines pursuant to the Cortese-Knox-
Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000 that: 
 

1. The territory is inhabited. 
 
2. Not all landowners and registered voters have consented to the annexation.
