3-5. Circulation and site design measures shail be considered for deveiopment projects so Ihat
ocal trips may be campIeled as much 'as possibie without use of, or with reduced use of, major
,treets and major slreet intersections. Appropriate consideration musl also be given to
;ompliance with plan policies and mitigation measures Intended to promote compatibility between
3nd uses with different traffic eneration characteristics.

\-6. New development projects and major street conslructlon projecls shali be designed with
;onslderation and impiemenlation of appropriate fealures (considering safety, convenience and
:osl-effectlveness) to encourage walking, bicycling, and pUblic transportation as allematlve
nodes to the aulomobile.

l. Disruption of vehicular traffic flow along adjacent major slreets, appropriate design measures
for on-site vehicular circuiation and access to major streets (number, iocatlon and design of
driveway approaches), and linkages to bicycle/pedestrian circulation systems and transit
services.

J. In addition, for developmenl projects that the City determines may generate a projected 100
or more peak hour vehicle trips (either In the momlng or evening), the evaluation shail
determine the project's contribution to increased peak hour vehicle delay at major streel
intersections adjacent or proxtmate to the project site. The evaluation shail identify project
responsibilities for intersection improvements to reduce vehicle delay consistent with the LOS
anticipated by the 2025 Frasno Gener,,1 Plan. For projects which affect State Highways, Ihe
Public Works Director may direct the site access evaluation to reference the criteria
resenled in Caitrans Guide for the Pre aration of Traffic 1m act Studies.

\-7. Bicycle and pedeslrian Iravel and use of pUblic transportation shali be facilitated as
Itemative modes of transportation including, but not limited to, provision of bicycle, pedestrian
nd public transportation facilities and improvements to connect residential areas with public
'cilities, shopping and employment. Adequate rights-of-way for bikeways, preferably as bicycle
mes, shall be provided on all new major slreels and shall be considered when designing
n rovements for exisUn ma'or streets.

3-4. For development projecls that are consistent with plans and poilcies, a site access
,vaiuation shali be required 10 the satisfaction of the Public Works Director. This evaluation shail,
It a minimum, focuson Ihe foliowing faclors:

C-1. In cooperation with other jurisdictions and agencies In the San Joaquin Valley Air Basin, the
City shall take the following necessary actions to achieve and maintain compliance with state and
federal air quality standards and programs. .
a. Develop and Incorporate air quality maintenance considerations Into the preparation and

review of land use plans and development proposals.

b. Maintain internal consistency within the General Plan between policies and programs for
air quality resource conservation and the policies and programs of other General Plan
elements.

c. City departments preparing environmental review documents shall use computer models
(software approved by local and state air quality and congestion management agencies) to
estimate air pollution Impacts of development entitlements, land use plans and amendments
to land use regulations.

d. Continue to route infonmation regarding land use plans, development projects, and
amendments to development regulations to the SJVAPCD for that agency's review and
comment on otentlal air uall 1m acts.

C-2. The City shall continue efforts to improve technical performance, emissions levels and
system operations of the Fresno Area Express transit system, through such measures as:

a. Selecting and maintaining bus engines, transmissions, fuels and air conditioning equipment
for efficiency and low air pollution emissions.

b. Siting new transit centers and other multi-modal transportation transfer facilities to maximize
utilization of mass transit.

c. Continuing efforts to Improve transit on-time perfonmance, Increase frequency of service,
extend hours of operation, add express bus service and align routes to capture as much new
ridership as possible.

d. initiating a program to allow employers and institutions (e.g., educational facilities) to
purchase blocks of bus passes at a reduced rate to facliitate their incentive progrems for
reducin sin le- assen er vehicle use.

C-3. The City shall Implement ell of the Reasonably Available Control Measures (RACM)
identified In Exhibit A of Resolution No. 2002-119, adopted by the Fresno City Council on April 9,
2002. These measures are resented In full detail In Table VC-3 of the MEIR.

D-1. The City shall monitor Impacts of land use changes and development project proposals on
metropolitan water supply facilities and the groundwater aquifer.

0-4. The City shall work with the Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District to prevent and
reduce the existence of urban storm water pollutants 10 the maximum extent practical and ensure
that surface and groundwater quallly, public health, and the environment shall not be adversely
affeeled b urban runoff, and shall com I with NPDES standards,

0-7. The City shall advocate that the San Joaquin River not be channelized and that levees shall
not be used In the river corridor for flood control, except those alterations In river flow that are
approved for surface mining and subsequent reclamation activities for mined sites (e.g.,
tem ora berms and small side-channel diversions to control water fiow throu h onds.

0-6. The city shall establish speciai building standards for private structures, public struelures
and infrastructure elements In the San Joaquin Riverboltom that will protect:
a. Construction in this area from being damaged by the intensity of flooding In the rlverboltom;

and,
b. Water quality in the San Joaquin River watershed from flood damage-related nuisances and

hazards (e:g., the release of raw sewage); and,

c. Public health, safe and eneral welfare from the effects of flood events,

0-2. The City shall ensure the funding and construction of facilities to mitigate the direct Impacts
of land use changes and development within the 2025 General Plan boundaries. Groundwater
wells, pump stations, recharge facilities, water treatment and dl.stributlon systems shall be
expanded incrementally to mitigate incraased water demands. Site specific anvlronmental
evaluations shall precede the construction of these facilities. Results of this evaluation shall be
inco orated into each- ro eel to reduce the identified environmental 1m acts.

D-3. The City shall implement the Fresno MetropoJHan Water Resources Management Plan and
update this plan as necessary to ensure the cost-effectiveness use of water resources and
continued avallabllit of ood- ualit roundwater and surface water su lies, .

0-5. The City shall preserve undeveloped areas within the 1DO-year fioodway within the city and
its general plan area, particularly the San Joaquin Rlverbottom, for uses that will not Involve

ermanent 1m rovements which would be adversel affected b erlodic floods.

0-8. The City shall maintain a comprehensive, long-range water resource management plan that
provides for appropriate management of all sources of water available to the planning area which
Is periodically updated to ensure that sufficient and sustainable water supplies of good quallly will
be economicall available to accommodate existin and lanned urban develo manto

0-9. If the City is unable to renew Its 60,000-acre foot USBR water suppiy contract due to the
city's Charter meter prohibition, replacement water supplies and/or conservation measures of
e ual benefit shall be secured.

0-10. The City will conform to the 'requirements of Waste Discharge Requirements Order 5-01­
254, including groundwater monitoring and subsequent Best Practical Treatment and Control
'BPTC assessment and findin s.

E-4. Development of agricultural land, or fallow land adjacent to land designated for agricultural
uses, shall Incorporate measures to reduce the potential for .confllcts with the agricultural use.
Implementation of the following measures shall be considered:

a. Including a buffer zone of sufficient width between proposed residences and the agricultural
USB.

b. Restricting the intensity of residential uses adjacent to agricultural lands.

c. Informing residents about possible exposure to ,!grlcultural chemicals.

d. Where feasible and permitled by law, exploring opportunities for agricultural operators to
cease aerial spraying of chemicals and use of heavy equipment near proposed residences.

e. Recordation of rI ht to farm covenants to ensure that a ricultural uses of land can continue.

E-3. The City shall pursue appropriate measures, Including recordation of right to farm
covenants, to ensure that agricultural uses of land may continue within those areas of transition
where lanned urban areas Interface with lanned a rlcultural areas.

E-2. To minimize the Inefficient conversion of agricultural land, the City shall pursue the
appropriate measures to ensure that development within the planned urban boundary occurs
consistent with the General Plan and that urban development occurs within the city's Incorporated
boundaries.

E-1. The CUy shall continue to implement and pursue strengthening of urban growth
management service delivery requirements and annexation policy agreements, inciudlng urging
that the county continue to Implement similar measures within .the boundaries of the 2025 Fresno
General Plan, to pro"mote contiguous urban development and discourage premature conversIon of
a rlculturalland.

F-1. The CUy shall ensure the provision for adequate trunk sewer and collector main capacities to
serve existing and planned urban and economic development, including existing developed uses
not presently connected to the public sewer system, consistent with the Wastewater Master Plan.
Where appropriate, the City will coordinate with the City of Clovis and other agencies to ensure
that lannin and construction of facilities address re ional needs In a com rehensive manner.

F-2. The City shall continue the development and use of citywide sewer flow monitoring and
computerized flow modeling to ensure the availability of sewer collection system capacity to serve

lanned urban develo ment.

F-2-a. The City shall provide for contatnment and management of leathers and sludge adequate
. to prevent groundwater degradation.

F-S. The City shall provide adequate solid waste facilities and services for the collection, transfer,
recycling, and disposal of refuse for existing and planned development within the City's
jurisdiction. Site specific environmentai evaluation shall precede the construction of these
facilities. Results of this evaluation shall be incorporated Into each project to reduce the Identified
environmental 1m acts.

8-1. Site specific environmental evaluation shall precede the construction of new police and fire
protection facilities. Results of this evaiuation shall be Incorporated into each project to reduce
the identified environmental im acts.

H-1. Site specific environmental evaiuation shall precede the construction of new public parks.
Results of this evaluation shall be Incorporated into the park design to reduce the environmental
im acts.

F-3. The City shall ensure the provision of adequate sewage treatment and disposal by using the
Fresno-Clovis Regional Wastewater Reclamation Facility as the primary facility when
economically feasible for all existing and new development within the Generai Plan area. Smaller,
subregionai wastewater treatment facilities may also be constructed as part of the regional
wastewater treatment system, when appropriate. Site specific environmental evaluation and
development of Waste Discharge Requirements by the Regional Water Quality Control Board
shall precede the construction of these facilities. Mitigation measures Identified in these
evaiuations shall be incor orated into each ro'ect to reduce the identified environmentai 1m acts.

1-2. Where feasible. development shall avoid disturbance in wetiand areas, including vernal pools
and riparian communities along rivers and streams. Avoidance of these areas shall Including
;iting structures at least 100 feet from the outermost edge of the wetiand. If complete avoidance
s not possible, the disturbance to the wetiand shall be minimized to the maximum extent possible,
Nith restoration of the disturbed area provided. New vegetation shall consist of native species
5imilar to those removed.

F-4. The City shall ensure that adequate trunk sewer capacity exists or can be provided to serve
proposed development prior to the approval of rezoning, special permits, tract maps and parcel
maps, so that the capacities of existing facilities are not exceeded.

1-1. Projects that could adversely affect rare, threatened or endangered wtldllfe and vegetative
species ( or may ~ave impacts on wildlife, fish and vegetation restoration programs) may be
approved only with the consent of the California Department of Fish and Game (and the u.s. Fish
and Wildlife Service, as appropriate) that adequate mitigation measures are Incorporated into the
Dra'ecl's a roval.

MITIGATION MEASURE

1-3. Where wellands or other sensitive habitats cannot be avoided, replacement habitat at a
nearby off-site location shall be provided. The replacement habitat shall be substantially
equivalent in nature to the habitat lost and shall be provided at a ratio suitable to assure that, at a
minimum, there is no net less of habitat acreage or value. Typically, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service and California Department of Fish and Game reqUire a ratio of three replacement acres
for eve one acre of hi h ualit rl arian or wetlarid habitat lost.

1-4. Existing and mature riparian vegetation shall be preserved to the extent feasible, except
when trees are diseased or othelWise constitute a hazard to persons or property. During
construction, all activities and storage of equipment shall occur outside of the drip lines of any
trees to be preserved.

1-5. Within the Identified riparian corridors, environmentally sensitive habitat areas shall be
protected against any significant disruption of habitst values and only uses consistent with these
values shall be allowed (e.g., nature education and research, fishing and habitat enhancement
and protection).

1-6. All areas within identified riparian corridors shall be maintained in a natural state or limited to
recreation and open space uses. Recreation shall be limited to passive forms of recreation, with
any facilities that are constructed required to be non-intrusive to wildlife or senslUve species.

J-1. If the site of a proposed development or public works project Is found to contain unique
archaeological or paleontological resources, and it can be demonstrated that the project will
cause damage to these resources, reasonable efforts shall be made to permit any or all of the
resource to be scientifically removed, or It shall be preserved in situ (left in an undisturbed state).
In situ preservation may include the following options, or equivalent measures:'

8. Amending construction plans to avoid the resources.
b. Setting aside sites containing these resources by deeding them into permanent conservation

easements.

c. Capping or covering these resources with a protective layer of soil before building on the
siles.

d. Incorporating parks, green space or other open space Into the project to leave these
resources undisturbed and to provide a protective cover over them.

e. Avoiding public disclosure of the location of these resources until or unless the site is
ade uatel rotected from vandalism or theft.
