Recommendation: Approve With Conditions

A.

As the Responsible Agency pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
Guidelines find that prior to approving extension of services the environmental effects of
the project as shown in the CEQA documents prepared, adopted, and submitted by the
Lead Agency were reviewed and considered, and determine these documents to be
legally adequate pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15096.

Find that the proposed extension of services is consistent with LAFCo Policies,
Standards and Procedures Section 320 — Extended Service Procedures (01-08), and the
Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000.

Approve the proposed extension of services subject to the following conditions:

1.

The Clovis Hills Community Church will consent to annexation of the property to
the City of Clovis agreeing to annex the subject property to the City of Clovis at
such time as it is feasible and practical.

The Clovis Hills Community Church will provide to the Executive Officer evidence
that it has entered into an Extra-Territorial Water Service Agreement with the City
of Fresno for the provision of water service.



Project Description:

= The Clovis Hills Community Church is requesting an “extension of municipal water service”
to its property located at the northeast corner of Willow and International Avenues.

= The church’s initial well has failed and a second well drilled in August 2009, is inadequate to
meet the site’s needs, in particular, fire protection requirements.

= The subject property is located in the City of Clovis’ sphere of influence, adjacent to the City
of Fresno. The City of Clovis supports the request for a temporary connection that will be
terminated at such time as the City of Clovis is able and willing to serve the property.

= The City of Fresno has agreed to supply the site with water by extending a water line from
the City’s Willow Avenue main which adjoins the Church’s property.

= The Clovis Hills parcel is located within the Garfield Water District and is entitled to an
annual allocation of Garfield’s Class 1 water supply. The requested emergency temporary
water supply arrangement with the City of Fresno will, therefore, involve the wheeling and
treatment of water supplied by the Garfield Water District and no Fresno water will be
involved or served outside city boundaries.

= The Clovis Hills Community Church initiated this Proposal and a Certificate of Filing has
been issued by the LAFCo Executive Officer.

Discussion and Analysis:

The Clovis Hills Community Church property has two private wells that are inadequate to
provide a water supply to the church. Furthermore, the City of Clovis does not have water
facilities available to serve the subject property and the cost to extend services to the subject
property is not currently economically feasible. Therefore, the church needs a temporary water
supply for emergency use until the City of Clovis has water service available for the subject
property, whereas, the City of Fresno has available water service adjacent to the site which may
be extended to the subject property. The City of Clovis has consented to the Clovis Hills
Community Church obtaining the water service from the City of Fresno until City of Clovis water
facilities are available.

All requests for extension of services are to be reviewed for consistency with Fresno LAFCo
Policies, Standards, and Procedures. Section 320 - Extended Service Procedures provides
guidance for the review of requests for the extension of new City municipal services to
unincorporated areas. In general, requests should promote orderly development, discourage
urban sprawl, preserve open space and prime agricultural lands, and provide for the efficient
extension of governmental services. Except for emergency extensions, applications are
processed in the same manner as a change of organization.

Per Fresno LAFCo Policies, Standards, and Procedures, and the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local
Government Reorganization Act of 2000, the Clovis Hills Community Church is required to enter
into an Extra-Territorial Water Service Agreement with the City of Fresno for the provision of



water service. This agreement will lay the framework for installation and maintenance of
services; payment of appropriate fees, charges and other payments for connection; and the
provision of a water “allocation agreement”, which will provide for the allocation and delivery of
Clovis Hills Community Church water rights within the Garfield Water District to the City of
Fresno, in an amount equivalent to the Church’s metered usage.

Applicable LAFCo Policies, Standards and Procedures include the following:

= The Commission shall approve, disapprove, or approve with conditions the contract for
extended services.

» Requests for extended service for urban growth and development should be by
annexation rather than extended service approval.

= Requests for extension shall be approved with a condition that the parcel(s) annex when
feasible, and landowner consent or petition be filed.

In its review of the proposal to extend services to the subject property, the County of Fresno’s
Public Works and Planning Department has stated that the County Board of Supervisors
determined the proposed use of the property for a church to be consistent with the County’s
General Plan.

Environmental Determination:

The City of Fresno prepared an Initial Study for the proposal as required by the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) to determine and evaluate the potential environmental
effects of the project. A Mitigated Negative Declaration was adopted by the City of Fresno and
a Notice of Determination has been filed.

As Responsible Agency, the Commission is required to review and consider the City’s Initial
Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration prior to taking its action. If the Commission
determines that these environmental documents and the City’s CEQA findings are adequate, it
may make the required findings provided for within the Recommended Actions above.

State Law Requirements:

California Government Code Sections 56133 (a), (c), & (d) state:

(a) A city or district may provide new or extended services by contract or agreement
outside its jurisdictional boundaries only if it first requests and receives written approval
from the Commission in the affected County.

(c) The Commission may authorize a city or district to provide new or extended services
outside its jurisdictional boundaries and outside its sphere of influence to respond to an
existing or impending threat to the public health or safety of the residents of the affected
territory if both of the following requirements are met:

(1) The entity applying for the contract approval has provided the Commission with
documentation of the threat to the health and safety of the public or the affected
residents.



(2) The Commission has notified any alternate service provider, including any water
corporation as defined in Section 241 of the :Public Utilities Code, or sewer system
corporation as defined in Section 230.6 of the Public Utilities Code, that has filed a
map and a statement of its service capabilities with the Commission.

(d) The Commission or Executive Officer shall approve, disapprove, or approve with
conditions the contract for extended services.

During the month of September 2009, Clovis Hills Community Church contacted the City of
Clovis, City of Fresno, and LAFCO (Rick Ballantyne) concerning emergency water supply needs
which had arisen on its property at 10950 North Willow.

Clovis Hills Community Church completed construction and moved onto its property at 10590
North Willow in June 2004. The parcel adjoins the City of Fresno service area but is located in
the Clovis sphere of influence and was permiited for development by the County of Fresno. The
Church is served by on-site wells and septic but is committed to securing permanent service
from the City of Clovis when"such service can be provided to our location.

Our property's initial well (185') was exceptionally strong when brought on line and through our
first 4 years of operation, easily meeting all internal, external and fire protection requirements.
However, as a result of significant ground water pumping to our southeast and southwest, the
portion of the aquifer serving our well was suddenly depleted and that well has failed. A second
well was drilled (350"} in August 2009, but the resultant yield {(1-2 gpm) is inadequate to meet
site needs, particularly fire protection requirements.

Clovis Hills has, therefore, urgently requested approval of an emergency service connection
from the City of Fresno in consideration of the following parameters.

1. The need ié an emergency due to the fire protection and other use needs of
an existing permitied developed property use.

2. The service extension would be temporary pending the ability of the City of
Clovis to extend service to this parcel.

3. The service would be accomplished by extending a service lateral of not more
than 4" or less than 2" from the City of Fresno’s Willow Avenue main which
adjoins the Church'’s property.

5. As the Clovis Hills parcel is located in the Garfield Water District, it is entitled
to an annual allocation of Garfield's Class | water supply. The requested
emergency temporary water supply arrangement with the City will, therefore,
involve the wheeling and treatment of Clovis Hill's Garfield water by the City
of Fresno. Thus, no City of Fresno water will be involved or served outside
City boundaries.

In our previous discussions with Mr. Ballantyne, he reported that he and County Counsel agreed

the Clovis Hills case met the requirement for an emergency extension under LAFCQO's Extended
Service Procedures.

Because of the length of time required to secure all requisite approvals (including

the Cities of Fresno and Clovis, Garfield Water District, the Bureau of Reclamation, and others,
the absence of a reliable water supply is now an even more urgent health and safety issue than
when we began. We, therefore, respectfully urge LAFCO to approve this emergency request

under paragraph 06 of LAFCO’s Extended Service Procedures which authorizes approval by the
Executive Officer.

“06 An emergency service extension required to protect health and
" safety of existing development may be approved by the Executive

Officer, who shall report such approval to the Commission at the
next meeting.”

Clearly, the health and safety criteria have been affirmed and the requesting site is an existing
development previously approved under all applicable permitting requisites. Further, the

request requires no delivery of City water outside its boundaries, rather requiring only the
wheeling of Clovis Hill's own water.

We are most appreciative of your efforts and assistance on our behalf. If further information is
needed, please let us know as quickly as possible.

In the processing of this request, we will be represented by Dave Cameron our Director of
Ministry Support Services; Bill Luce, U.S. Bureau of Reclamation (retired), and Doug Harrison,
Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District (retired).

5. The water supplied would be used only on the CHCC parcel.
6. The church would pay all the standard installation and service fees of the City.

7. For the duration of the service, the Church would cease all pumping on its parcel,
allowing the groundwater on its site on the east side of Willow Avenue to flow
into the City of Fresno well service area on the west side of Willow.

8. The Church would cooperate with the City of Fresno and other surface water
providers to maximize the beneficial management of the groundwater aquifer in
the Willow/International area.

The proposed project consists of the preparation of an Agreement for the provision of water service to an existing
developed site; and, the subsequent installation of private water facilities and branch connections to existing public
water infrastructure, Construction equipment utilized for trenching and installation of private water facilities on the
subject property present the only activity with potential to emit criteria pollutants. However, due to the very
limited scope of work required for installation of private facilities and connection to the City of Fresno’s existing
water main system, project specific emissions of criteria pollutants are not expected to exceed District significance
thresholds: 10 tonsfyear NOx, 10 ton/year ROG, and 15 tons/year PM10, As the proposed praject specific erileria
pollutant emissions would have no significant adverse impact on air quality, the proposed project: (1} Will not
conflict or obstruct implementation of any applicable air quality plan; (2} Will not viclate any air quality standard
or contribuie substantially to an existing or projected air quality violation; (3) Will not have any polential to expose
sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant concentrations; and, (4) Will not create objectionable odars affecting a
substantial number of people,

Setting

The project site is located in Fresno County and within the San Joaquin Air Basin. This region has had chronic non-
attainment of federal and state clesn air standards for ozone/oxidants and particulate matter due io a combination of
topography and climate. The San Joaguin Valley is hemmed in on three sides by mountain ranges, with prevailing
winds carrying pollutants and pollutant precursors from urbanized areas to the north (and in turn contributing pollutants
and precursors to downwind air basins), The Mediterranean climate of this region, with a high number of sunny days
and little or no measurable precipitation for several months of the year, fosters photochemical reactions in the
atmosphere, creating ozone and parficulate matter,

Regional factors affect the accumulation and dispersion of air pollutants within the San Joaquin Valley Air Basin
(SIVAB).

Alr poliutant emissions overall are fairly constant throughout the year, yet the concentrations of pollutants in the air
vary from day to day and even hour to hour. This variability is due to complex interactions of weather, climate, and
topopraphy, These factors affect the ability of the atimosphere to disperse pollutants, Conditions that move and mix the
atmosphere help disperse pollutants, while conditions that ceuse the atmosphere to stagnate allow pollutants io
concentrate, Local climatological effects, including topography, wind speed and direction, temperature, inversion
layers, precipitation, and fop can exacerbate the air quality problem in the SIVAR.

The SIVAB is approximately 250 miles long and averages 35 miles wide, and is the second largest air basin in the
state. The SIVAB is defined by the Sierra Nevada in the east (8,000 to 14,000 feet in elevation), the Coast Ranges in
the west (averaging 3,000 fect in elevation), and the Tehachapi mountains in the south (6,000 to 8,000 feet in
elevation). The valley is basically flat with a slight downward gradient to the northwest, The valley opens to the sea al
the Carquinez Straits where the Sen Joaquin-Sacramento Delta empties into San Francisco Bay. The San Joaguin
Valley (Valley), thus, could be considered a “bowi” open only to the north.

During the summer, wind speed and direction dala indicate that summer wind usually originates at the north end of the
Valley and flows in a south-southeasterly direction through the Valley, through Tehachapi pass, into the Southeast
Desert Alr Basin. In addition, the Altamont Pass also serves as a funnel for pollutant transport from the San Francisco
Bay Area Air Basin into the region.
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During the winter, wind speed and direction data indicate that wind oceasionally originates from the south end of the
Valley and flows in a north-northwesterly direction. Also during the winter months, the Valley generally experiences
light, variable winds (less than 10 mph). Low wind speeds, combined with low inversion layers in the winter, crealea
climate conducive to high carbon monoxide (CO) and particulate matter (PM10 and PM2.5) concentrations. The
SIVAB has an “Inland Mediterranean” climate averaging over 260 sunny days per year. The valley floor is
characterized by warm, dry summers and cooler winters, For the entire Valley, high daily temperature readings in
summer average 95°F. Temperatures below freezing are unusual. Average high temperatures in the winter ars in the

50s, but highs in the 30s and 40s can occur on days with persistent fog and low cloudiness. The average daily low
temperature is 45°F,

The verlical dispersion of air pollutants in the Valley is limited by the presence of persistent temperature inversions.
Solar energy heats up the Earth's surface, which in turn radiates heat and warms the lower atmosphere. Therefore, as
allitude increases, the air temperature usually decreases due lo increasing distance from the source of heat, A reversal
of this atmospheric siate, where the air temperature increases with height, is termed an inversion, Inversions can exist

at the surface or at any heiglit above the ground, and tend to act as a lid on the Valley, holding in the pollutants that are
generated here.

Repulations

The San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District {(SIVAPCD) is the local regional jurisdictional entity charged
with attainment planning, rule making, rule enforcement, and monitoring under Federal and State Clean Air Acts and
Clean Air Act Amendments. The California Air Resources Board {CARB), & component of the California
Environmental Protection Agency, sets statewide air quality standards and adoptls statewide air poliution control
measures such as standards for off~road vehicles, smog testing requirements applicable to on-road vehicles in the
various air basing in the state, fuel formulation requirsments for California and so forth. CARB evaluates and approves
air pollution atitainment plans proposed by local/regional air pollution control agencies in the state. The U.S.
Envirommental Protection Agency (EPA) sets nalional ambient air quality standards and is the agency which has

vitimate approval authority for air quality attainment plans in air basins which have chronically or seriously failed to
attain the federal air quality standards.

Traditionally, EPA has set the on-road emission standards for vehicle manufacturers. In recent years, there has been
some overlap and dispute of the respective authority of CARB and EPA in the matter of on-road vehicular emission
standards. CARB has proposed to regulate overall carbon emissions pursuant to state laws adopted lo reduce

“greenhouse gases,” and the federal agency has disputed the state’s right to do this. Litigation on these issues is
underway.

The California Air Resources Board (ARB) and the federal Envirommental Protection Agency (EPA) have established
criteria air pollution standards in an effort to protect human health and welfare. Geographic areas are deemed
"attainment" if these standards are met or nonattaimment if they are not mel, Nonattainment status is classified by the
severity of the nonatteinment problem, with marginal, moderate, serious, severe, and extreme nonattainment
classifications for ozone. Nonattainment classifications for PM range from marginal to seriovs,

At the federal level the District is currently designated as serious nonattainment for the 8-hour ozone standard,
attainment for PM10 and CO, and nonattainment for PM2.5. A new finding of “extreme” nonattainment with the 8-
hour ozone standard is currently pending, and is expected to be approved by the federal EPA in 2009, Al the stale
level the District is designaled as nonaltainment for the 8-hour ozone, PM10, and PM2.5 standards. The District’s
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current attainment status for criteria pollutants under federal and state clean air acts can be found on the District's
website aft: Mtp://www.valleynir.org/aginfo/attainment. htm

The following section summarizes the pollutants of greatest importance in the San Joaquin Valley. It provides a
description of the pollutants’ physical properties, health and other effects, sources, and the extent of the problems.

In general, primary pollutants are directly emitted into the atmosphere, and sccondary pollutanis are farmed by
chemical reactions in the atmosphere. Air pollution in the Valley results from emissions generated in the Valley as well
as from emissions and secondary pollutants transported into the Valley, It is thougiit that the bulk of the Valley's
summer and winter air pollution is caused by locally generated emissions. Due to the Valley’s meteorology,

topography, and the chemical composition of the air pollutants, NOx is the primary culprit in the formation of both
ozone and PM2,5.

Qzone — Qzone (O) and particulale matter are the two pollutants that are responsible for the bulk of the
Valley's air quality problems, Ozone is the major component of the Valley's summertime “smog,” and it
affects human health and vegetation. Ozone is not emitted directly into the air, but is created by a series of
chemical reactions between reactive organic gases (ROG) and oxides of nitrogen (NOx) that take place in
the presence of sunlight. ROG and NOx are emitted from fuel combustion, agricultural processes, and
industrial processes that are widespread throughout the Valley as well as from natural sources. Studies
have also linked urban areas with both higher regional temperatures and higher ozone levels (a
phenomenon known as the *urban heat island effect™).

High concentrations of ground level ozone can adversely affect the human respiratory system and
aggravate cardiovascular disease and many respiratory ailments. Ozone also damages naiural ecosystems

such as forests and foothill carmmunities, agriculiural crops, and some man-made materials, such as rubber,
paint, and plastics,

Reactive Organic Gnses — Reactive organic gases (ROG), also known as volatile organic compounds
(VOC), are photochemically reactive hydrocarbons that are imporlant for ozone formation. The primary
sources of ROG are petroleum (ransfer and storage, oil and gas production, mobile sources, organic solvent
use, farming operations, and miscellaneous processes. No separaie health standards exist for ROG as a
group. Because some compounds that make up ROG are also toxic, like the carcinogen benzene, they are
often evaluated as part of a toxic risk assessment.

Oxides of Nitrogen — Oxides of Nitrogen (NOx) are a family of gaseous nitrogen compounds and are
precursors o the formation of ozone and particulate matter. The major component of NOx, nitrogen
dioxide {NQ,), is a reddish-brown gas that is toxic at high concentrations, NOx results primarily from the
combustion of fossil fuels under high temperature and pressure. On-road and off-road motor vehicles and
fuel combustion are the major sources of this air pollutant.

Particulate Matter — Particulate matter (PM) is any material except pure water that exists in the solid or
liquid state in the atmosphere. Suspended particulate matter (airborne dust) consists of particles small
enough to remain suspended in the air for long periods. Respirable particulate matter consists of particles
small enough to be inhaled, pass through the respiratory system, and lodge in the lungs with resultant
health effects. Respirable particulate matter includes “inhalable conrse particles,” with diameters larger
than 2.5 micromeiers and smaller than 10 micrometers (PM10), and “fine particles,” with diameters that
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are 2.5 micrometers and smaller (PM2.5).

PMI10 and PM2.5 are primary pollutants (emitted directly to the atmosphere) and secondary pollutants
(formed in the atmosphere by chemical reactions among precursors. Generally speaking, PM2.5 sources
tend to be combustion sources like vehicles, power peneration, industrial processes, and wood burning,
while PM10 sources include these same sources plus roads and farming activities, Fugitive windblown
dust and other area sources also represent a source of airborne dust in the Valley,

Acute and chronic health effects associated with high particnlate levels include the aggravation of clhironic
respiratory diseases, heart and lung disease, and conghing, bronchitis, and respiratory illnesses in children.

Carbon Monoxide — Carbon monoxide (CO}) is an odorless, colorless gas that is highly toxic. It is formed
by the incomplete combustion of fuels and is emitted directly into the air (unlike ozone). The main source
of CQ in the San Joaquin Valley is on-road motor vehicles. Other CO sources in the Valley include other
mobile sources, miscellaneous processes, and fiel combustion from stationary sources.

Because of the local nature of CO problems, the ARB and EPA designate urban areas as CO
nonattainment areas instead of the entire basin as with ozone and PM10. Motor vehicles are by far the
largest source of CO emissions. Emissions from motor vehicles have been declining since 1985, despite

increnses in vehicle miles traveled (VMT), with the introduction of new automotive emission controls and
fleel turnover.

Sulfur Dioxide — Sulfur Dioxide (SO,) is a colorless, irritating gas with a "rotten egg" smell formed
primarily by the combustion of sulfur-containing fossil fuels, The SIVAB is in allainment of both the
federal and California standards. However, like airborne NOx, suspended SOx particles contribute 1o the
poor visibility that sometimes occurs in the Valley, These SOx particles are also a component of PM10.
The prevalence of low-sulfur fuel use in Valley has minimized problems from this pollutant.

Lead - Lead (Pb) is a metal that is a natural constifuent of air, water, and the biosphere. Lead is neither
created nor destroyed in the environment, so it essentially persists forever. The health effects of lead
poisoning include loss of appetite, weakness, apathy, and miscarriage; it can also cause lesions of the
neuromuscular sysiem, circulatory system, brain, and gastreintestinal tract. Gasoline-powered aulomobile
engines were a major source of airborne lead through the vse of leaded fuels. The use of leaded fuel has
been mostly phased out, with the resull that ambient concentrations of Pb have dropped dramatically.
Lead concentrations were last systematically measured in the SJIVAB in 1989, when the averape
concentrations were approximately five percent of the state lead standard. Though monitoring was
discontinued in 1990, lead levels are probably well below applicable slandards, and the SIVAB is
designated in attainment for lead.

With respect to adopted air quality standards of the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and
California Air Resources Board (CARB), the San Joagquin Valley Air Basin has been classified as follows:

Ozone: The San Joaquin Valley Air Basin is classified as being in “Extreme Nonattainmen{” status
under the Federal 8-hour ozone standard, “Nonattainment” under the State 8 hour standard, and
“Severe Nonaltainment” under the California Clean Air Act 1 hour standard, As compliance
levels necessary for achievement of the previously identified emission reductions and additional
air pollution control Rules necessary to attain the air qualily standards of the previous Ozone
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Attainment Demonstration Plan (OADP) by 2023 were deemed infeasible regardless of any
proposed miligation, a State Implementation Plan (SIF) has been prepared, submitted to the
State and subsequently approved by the EPA to provide new overall standards for the basin.

Particulate matter: There are two regulated catepories of this pollutant: PM-10, consisting of
particles less than 10 microns in diameter, and PM-2.5, composed of particles than 2.5 microns
in size. In September of 2008, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency determined that the
SIVAPCD is in Attainment for the Federal PM-10 standard. The Basin’s PM-10 classification
under California Clean Air Act standards remains “Nonattainment.” The Basin has been
classified as being in “Nonattainment” for the 1997 federal PM-2.5 standard and for the State
PM-2.5 standard, A PM-2.5 attainment demonstration plan for the federal 1997 PM-2.5
standard has been adopted by the SIVAPCD and approved by the California Air Resources
Board, and forwarded {o the EPA for approval. The District has not yet been classified under
the federal 2006 PM-2.5 standard (classification is expected by 2009).

Carbon monoxide (CO): “Attainment” classification by EPA and CARB; however, the Fresno
Urbanized Area was previously in “Nonattainment” and continues to be monitored for
maintenance of atlainment status.

Nitrogen Oxides {(NOX): “Attainment” rating by EPA and “Attahunent” by CARB. However, NOX
is recognized and regulated as a major photochemical precursor for ozonefoxidant and
patticulate matter pollution,

Sulfur Oxides (SOX): “Altainment™ rating by EPA and “Altainment” by CARB. However, SOX is
recognized and regulated as a photochemical precursor to ozone/oxidant and particulate matter
pollution, :

Sulfates: No adopted federal standard; “Altainment” classification by CARB

Particulate Lend: No federal classification/designation; “Attainment” classification by CARB

Hyidrogen sulfide (H;S): No adopled federal standard; “Unclassified” rating by CARB

Visibility Reducing Particles: No adopted federal standard; “Unclassified” rating by CARB

Vinyl Chloride; No adopted federal standard; *Attainment” classification by CARB. As a hazardous
air pollutant and a type of reactive organic gas, generators of significant levels of vinyl chloride
would be regulated through SIVAPCD permitting rules and reductions in its emissions would
be sought through attainment plans for oxidants/ozone and particulate matter.

Exceedances of ozone/oxidant standards set by the U, S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and California Air
Resources Board primarily oceur during summer months, caused by the effect of heat and sunlight on ozone precursors
such as reactive organic gases (ROG) and nitrates of oxygen (NOX). ROG and NOX are typically formed and by

combustion of fossil fuels in internal combustion vehicle engines, heating appliances, etc.

Particulale matter exceedances may also be caused by photochemical reactions, but are also caused by direct emissions
such as those from fireplace and agricultural waste woodburning, roadway lire wear, and fugitive dust (the effect of

There are no geologic hazards or unstable seil conditions known to exist on the site. The existing topography is flat
with no apparent unique or significant land forms such as vernal pools. No new development is proposed for the
subject property resulting from the proposed project.

Fresno has no known active earthquake faults, and is not in any Alquist-Priolo Special Studies Zones. The immediate
Fresno area has extremely low seismic activity levels, although shaking may be felt from earthquakes whose epicenters
lie to the east, west, and south. Known major faults are over 50 miles distant and include the San Andreas Fault,
Coalinga area blind thrust fault(s), and the Long Valley, Owens Valley, and White Wolf/Tehachapi fault systems. The
most serious threat to Fresno from a mnajor earthquake in the Eastern Sierra would be flooding that could be caused by
damage to dams on the upper reaches of the San Joaquin River,

Fresno is classified by the State as being in a moderate seismic risk zone, Category “C” or “D,” depending on the soils
underlying the specific location being categorized and that location’s proximity to the nearest known fault lines,

The highly erodible face of the San Joaquin River bluff, and small areas of expansive clay in the nartheastern portion
of the city’s Sphere of Influence, are the only unstable soil conditions known to exist in the City. Despile long-term
overdrafting of groundwalter that has lowered the static groundwater level under Fresno by as much as 100 feet over the
pasl century, surface subsidence hias not been noted in the vicinity of the city (this is probably due to the geologic strata
underlying the city, which features layers of clay and hardpan interleaved with alluvial sand and gravel layers).

No adverse environmenial effects related to topography, soils or geology are expected as a result of this project.

for the purpose of reducing the emission of greenhouse pases,

The subject property has been developed with a church use and the proposed project will not result in any further
intensification of use on the subject property with potential to have significant impacis on GHG Emissions above or
beyond the established baseline.

FRESNO CONTROL STRATEGIES FOR REDUCING GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS

The 2025 Fresno General Plan objectives and policies will be angmented with policies focusing on prevention of
global climate change through GHG emission reductions.

Existing policies in the 2025 Fresno General Plan call for increasing the amount of landscaped open space and shading.

The original intent of these policies was to ameliorate the urban heat island effect, which would help moderate
Fresno’s ground level temperatures with recognition that plants generate oxygen and tend to improve air quality at
ground level. These policies would further efforts to control greenhouse gases, because plants “sequester” CO,, They
withdraw CO; from the atmospheére and build it into their tissues,

Overarching control and prevention strategies in the General Plan for criteria air pollutants will reduce greenhouse gas
emissions: reductions in vehicle trips and vehicle miles traveled through increased densities, mixed use development,
facilitation of increased mass (ransit use, and greater pedestrian and bicycle accessibility; reduced and cleaner
combustion processes. Many existing 2025 Fresno General Plan policies for land use, transportation, public facilities,
and air pollution prevention already act to reduce or prevent global climate change. Approaches lo analyzing and
reducing greenhouse gases tend to look not only at primary transporiation involved in land use {i.e., customer vehicles
and vehicles used by a business itself), but also the transportation of goods and materials from their point of production
elsewhere in the world o the site where these goods and materials are used for construction or inventory,

As noted previously, objectives and policies throughout the 2025 Fresno General Plan (in Regional Cooperation,
Implementation, Urban Form, Public Facility, Recreational Open Space, and Resource Conservation Elements) are
aimed at reducing criteria pollutants and will also collaterally reduce GHG emissions.

A new objeclive was recently added to the Air Quality section of the Resource Conservation Element specifically
calling for reduclion in GHG emissions, with supporting policies and implementation measures. Ulilizing a qualitative
analysis approach, projects consistent with, and appropriately implementing, air pollution and GHG reduction policies,
and which mitigate any potentially significant project-specific GHG impacts, will be deemed to conform to GG
reduction requirements and to contribute to the City’s overall GHG reduction goals. Periodic broad scale GHG
modeling will be used to validate the efficacy of these measures and guide implementation and further rulemaking,

Fresno is one of the largest cities in the United States still relying primarily on groundwater for its public water supply.
Surface water treatment and distribution has been implemented in the northeastern part of the City, but the city is still
subject to an EPA Sole Source Aquifer designation. While the aquifer underlying Fresno typically exceeds a depth of
300 feet and is capacious enough to provide adequate quantities of safe drinking water to the metropolitan area well
into the twenty-first century, groundwater degradation, increasingly stringent water quality regulations, and a historic
toward a high consumptive use of waler on a per capita basis (some 250 gallons per day per capita), have resulted in a
general decline in aquifer levels, increased cost to provide potable water, and localized water supply limitations,

Fresno has attempted (o address these issues through metering and revisions to the City’s Urban Water Management
Plan. The Fresno Metropolitan Water Resource Management Plan is also under revision. The purpose of thess
management plans is to provide safe, adequate, and dependable water supplies to meet the fature needs of the
metropolitan area in an economical manner; protect proundwater quality from further degradation and overdraft; and,
provide a plan of reasonably implementable measures and facilities. City water wells, pump stations, recharge
facilities, water treatment and distribution systems have been expanded incrementally to mitigale increased water
demands and respond to groundwater qualily challenges.

The adverse groundwater conditions of limited supply and compromised quality have been well- documented by
planning, environmental impact report and technical studies over the past 20 years including (he Master Environmental
Impac! Report Mo, 10130 for the 2025 Fresno General Plan, Final EIR No,10100, Final EIR No.10117, and Final EIR
No. SCH 95022029 (Fresno Melropolitan Water Resource Management Plan)}, et al. These conditions include water
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quality degradation due to DBCP, arsenic, iron, and manganese concentrations; low water well yields; limited aquifer

storage copacily and recharge capacity; and, intensive urban or semi-urban development ocewrring upgradient from the
Fresno Metropolitan Area.

The Fresno Metropolitan Water Resource Management Plan has been adopted and the accompanying Final EIR (SCH
#95022029) certified. The purpose of the management plan is to provide safe, adequate, and dependable water
supplies to meet the future needs of the metropolitan area in an economical manner; protect groundwaler quality from
further degradation and overdraft; and, provide a plan of reasonably implemented measures and facilities.

The Department of Public Utilities works with Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District to utilize suitable FMFCD
ponding (drainape)} basins for the groundwater recharge program, and works with Fresno Irrigation District to ensure
that the City’s allotment of surface water is put to the best possible use for recharge,

In accordance with the provisions of the 2025 Fresno General Plan and Master EIR No. 10130 mitigation measures,
project specific water supply and distribution requirements must assure that an adequate source of water is gvailable io
serve a project. The City has indicated that groundwater wells, pump stations, recharge fucilities, water treatment and
distribution systems shall be expanded incrementally to mitigate increased water demands. Clovis Hills Community
Church represents it has certain rights to receive waler as a landowner in the Garfield Water District. As a condition of
water service from the City of Fresno’s municipal water system, Clovis Hills Community Church will provide a water
" allocation from Garfield Water District, and all other appropriate entities that will provide for delivery of water from
the Garfield Water District {to which Clovis Hills Community Church has represented it has of allocated rights) to the
City of Fresno in an amount not less than 100% of the Clovis Hills Community Church’s melered usage, which is
estimated to be approximately 23 acre feet, This condition, implemented as mitigation for the proposed projects
potential impacts to City of Fresno waler supplies, assures that the proposed project places no additional demand upon
City of Fresno water use capacity.

As the Cily of Fresno water supply is limited, terms within the Agreement require Clovis Hills Community Church io
provide sufficient additional water offsets if it engages in the construction of any additional buildings, facilities,
structures, landscaping, or engage in any other use of the subject property resulling in an increase in the level of water
nsage during the period it is connected o the City of Fresno municipal water system. Furthermore, Clovis Hills
Community Church that the subject property shall uillize surface water, if any, for irrigation needs.

Clovis Hills Community Church will be held responsible for insuring that any privale water systems installed on the
subject property as a result of the proposed project meet water qualily standards, including any necessary testing and
reporting, and shall protect the City public potable water supply by installation of an approved reduced pressure
principal backflow device at the points of service connections of the private water system to the City of Fresno's
municipal water system, Finally, Clovis Hills Community Church will also be required to seal and abandon existing
on-site wells in compliance with the State of California Well Standards, Bulletin 74-90 or current revisions issued by
the California Depariment of 'Water Resources.

The site has been developed with a church use and no aspects or activities of the proposed project will result in new
development or surfaces with potential to alier drainage patterns or create ranoff with potential to exceed capacity of

existing or planned stormwater drainage systems or provide substantial additional sources of polluted runoff,

The site is not located wilhin a flood prone or hazard area.
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Thus, the proposed project will not facilitate an additional intensification of uses beyond that which already exists or
would otherwise be allowed; resulting in additional impacts on water supply from increased demand; and, the project
will not substantially alter existing drainage patterns of the site or area or substantially incrense the rate or amount of
runeff in a manner which would result in flooding, exceed planned storm water drainage systems, or provide
substantial sources of poliuted runoff.

The proposed project will not expose persons or generate noise levels in excess of standards established in the 2025
Fresno General Plan or noise ordinance; and, will not create a substantial permanent, periodic, or lemporary increase in
the nmbient noise level of the area. The subject property is not located in proximily to any airport or other source of
excessive noise levels. The propesed project has no potential to have an impact related to noise. There will be no
construction activities associated with development resulting from approval of the project, which could expose persons
or structures to substantial groundborne vibration or noise levels in excess of ambient standards.

In developed areas of the community, noise conflicts often oceur when a noise sensitive land use is located adjacent to

a noise generator. Noise in these situations frequently stems from on-site operations, use of outdoor equipment, uses
where lnrge numbers of persons assemble, and vehicular traffic. Some land uses, such as residential dwellings, are
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considered noise sensitive receptors and involve land uses associated with indoor and/or outdoor activities that may be
subject to stress and/or sipnificant interference from noise.

The City Noise Element establishes a land use compatibility criterion of 60dB DNL for exterior noise levels in outdoor
aclivity areas of new residential developments. Outdoor activity areas generally include backyards of single family
residences and patios and common open space areas in multi-family developments, The intent of the exterior noise
level requirement is lo provide an acceptable noise environment for outdoor activities and recreation. Furthermore, the
City of Fresno Noise Element also requires that interior noise levels attributable to exterior noise sources not exceed 45
dB DNL, The intent of the interior noise level standard is to provide an acceptable noise environment for indoor
communication and sleep.

The City of Fresno Noise Ordinance stipulates that ambient noise associated with a given environnent is the level
obtained when the noise level is averaged over a period of fifteen minutes without inclusion of an offending noise at
the location and time of day at which a comparison with an offending noise is to be made. For “noise sensitive
receptors” such as residential uses and educational facilities such as those which exist or are planned within the vicinity
of the subject property, the City of Fresno assumes an ambient noise level of 50-60 dB dependent upon the time of day.
Any noise or sound exceeding the ambient noise level at the property line of any person offended thereby, or any
adjoining residential unit by more than five decibels is deemed to be prima facie evidence of a viclation.

The County of Fresno Noise Control ordinance provides thal it is unlawful for any person at any location within the
unincorporated area of the County to create any noise, or to allow the creation of any noise, on property owned, leased
occupied or otherwise controlled by such person which causes the exterior noise level when measured at any affected
noise sensitive receptor situated in either the incorporated or unincorporated area to exceed the noise level standards of
45-65 dB dependent upon the time of day and the cumulative number of minutes in any one-hour time period in which
ambient noise levels occur. Interior ambient noise levels standards range from 35-50 dB dependent upon time of day
and cumulative number of minutes in any one-hour period in which ambient noise levels occur. However, the County
does acknowledge activities which are exempt from the noise control provisions such as: (1) Noise sources associated
with construction, provided such activities do not take place before 6:00 a.m. or afler 9:00 p.an. on any day except
Saturday or Sunday, or before 7:00 a.m, or after 5:00 p.m. on Saturday or Sunday; and, (2) Noise sources associated
with work performed by private or public utilities in the maintenance or modification of its facilities.

The City of Fresno Public Utilities Departiment has determined thal adequate water facilities are available to provide
the water allocation offsets and to serve the site subject to implementation of the terms outlined within the Agreement
between Clovis Hills Community Church and the City of Fresno, This impact is less than significant,

The Agreement provides for two metered water service connections from the existing City of Fresno municipal water
system water main in North Witlow Avenue. These connections are for the purposes of supplying an adequate fire,
domestic, and irrigation use water supply to the subject property. With the mitigation measures imposed herein above,
& lemporary but sustainable water supply is available for the subject propertly’s consumptive purposes; including the
provision of an acceptable water service necessary to address potential inadequacies related to fire protection resulting
from the existing lack of an adequate water supply. County of Fresno approval will be required before construction
and operation of the private water systems proposed to be instalied on the subject property and Clovis Hills Community
Church will be held responsible to insure the private water systems are capable of delivering fire flows acceptable to
the local fire protection agency.

No other public services will be provided from the City of Fresno respective to the subject property as a result of the
proposed project.

Therefore, the proposed project will not result in substantial adverse physical impacts associated with the provision of

The City of Fresno Department of Public Utilities has confirmed that adequate water facilities currently exist to serve
the subject property. Clovis Hills Community Church represents it has certain allocation righis to receive water as a
landowner in the Garfield Water District in amounts sufficient to equally offset its metered water usage respective (o
the terms stipulated within the Agreement and City of Fresno water volume provisions to the subject properly resulting
from the proposed project. Therefore, provision of water to the subject property from the City of Fresno municipal
systemn and distribution of water allocation rights from Garfield Water Distriet to the City of Fresno provides
opportunity to provide a sufficient water supply available to serve the subject property from existing entitlements and
resources without new or expanded entitlements being needed.
